??????  TOXIC  PROSTHESES  ??????

Every day, over and  over, we have to cope with pollution and contact with toxic substances that come from the air we breath, from the water we drink, from the food we have. That’s why, when we go to the doctor’s, we ask for something that  might not make things go worse. Thus, at the dentist’s, when we rely on  his professional and technical skills, we demand rightly to get from him a prosthesis able to assure that no other toxic substance will be added to those we are forced to tolerate.

The metal alloys used to build a movable but above all fixed dental prosthesis have been devised in order not to damage human body, but unfortunately, although quite close to their target, they haven’t yet got it, most often because of the requirements they are bound to meet.

Together with Gold, a basis for these alloys,  other metal components such as Palladium, Indium,   Iridium, Gallium, Silver and Copper are associated, which develop OXIDES both on the surface and in depth during the fusion process of the alloy and the preparation of the prosthesis, which in turn, on contact with saliva and periodontal tissues (those surrounding teeth) release metal IONS that can have  toxic action both locally and in the whole body.

Phenomena such as : excessive production of plaque with consequent gum bleeding, gum tattoing, aphthae, stomatits, tongue  reddening, taste alterations, gum hyperplasias associated to chronic   responsible for bone reabsorpition are easily to be ascribed to local toxic action.

System effects can instead be shown in several parts of the body through allergies, eczema, ophthalmic  troubles, neurologic troubles, gastroenteric pathologies, rhinitis, pharyngitis, buzzing in the ears  and so on.
